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Hello advertising executives! Your task today is to figure out what your advertisement will look like. By the end of the day I expect each group to produce:

1. A full-color mockup of your ad.

a. This will include drawings of your models in desired positions

b. On back please answer each of these questions:

i. Where will you take the pictures? 

1. You need to consider what your skills are and what we have available to us. If you think you’re going to be flying through the mountains, do you have the photoshop abilities to get this done (we do have a green wall in the SPTV room – ask before using).

ii. Who are your models? 

iii. What is your slogan? This must be original and short! Consider these tips:

1. Rhyme – “Do you Yahoo?”

2. Humor – “Dirty mouth? Clean it with Orbit chewing gum!”

3. A play on words – “Every kiss begins with ‘Kay’”

4. Creative imagery – Yellow Pages: “Let your fingers do the walking”

5. Metaphor – “Red Bull gives you wings”

6. Alliteration – “Intel Inside”

7. A personal pledge – Motel 6: “We leave the light on for you”

8. Dry understatement – Carlsberg beer has a big sign in downtown Copenhagen that reads, “Probably the best beer in town”

iv. How will your slogan pop? It must have contrast, yet work with your advertisement. If they look like two different ideas plopped together, you will get a D or below! I have to read this across the room! Consider shading or outlining your words or placing them somewhere on the advertisement that has a high contrast value.
v. What technique(s) / Propaganda are you using? You will most likely use more than one. Please explain how you think you will attain this.

2. You will be taking the pictures and creating your advertisement on your own time! You can begin this weekend. Due next Thurs.
3. If you are done with the mock-up, you may begin your homework:
Prewrite for an essay! You are writing a letter to a magazine, convincing them that they should use your advertisement.

4. Create an outline of a 5 paragraph persuasive essay:

· Introduction

· Hook

· Background

· Thesis

· Body Paragraph 1: Support your Thesis

· Body Paragraph 2: Support your Thesis

· Body Paragraph 3: Consider what your competition might say and convince them otherwise
· Conclusion

· Echo thesis
